	STORY: Goldilocks and the Three Bears

	Learning Focus: 
· Listen to & join in with stories, Join in with repeated refrains, anticipating key events & important phrases
· Retell narratives in the correct sequence, drawing on language patterns of stories.
· Show an understanding of the elements of stories
· Use language such as ‘big’ and ‘little’
· Order two or three items by length or height

	Activities

	· Collect a group of children, the story book and your picture cards, sit near the washing line.

· Read the story straight through without stopping.

· Now talk with the children about how you could retell the story.  Listen to the children’s suggestions and incorporate some of their ideas.

· Retell the story with three children taking the parts of the bears and another being Goldilocks.  Use the picture cards to help you get the order right.

· As you retell the story, the children can peg the appropriate cards on the line.  If you only have room for a short line, tell the story in a series of ‘scenes’ taking the cards off at the end of each scene.  For example, you could remove the bears as they go off for their walk in the woods leaving the bowls and spoons there for Goldilocks to find.
· Encourage all the children to join in the repeated language as you tell the story.

· Raise the children’s awareness of the consequences of their actions by discussing what happened to Goldilocks when she ignored her mother’s advice.

· Discuss the places where children should only go with an adult, such as near traffic or water.

· Leave the line and cards for children to return to at free play.

· Use the bowls, spoons, chairs and beds for small group maths activities to reinforce size, order and maths language.
